A.  BECAUSE GOD IS WATCHING OVER ME!  
"Surely goodness ... will follow me all the days of my life ..." God cares for the details. 
 

1. Jesus promises never to leave us. We know that God is a good God. Therefore, ‘goodness’ is to 
expected in our future. Not that everything we go thru is ‘pleasing’ to us, but God promises to 
work it out for ‘good’ to you because you love Him. "We know that all that happens to us is working 
for our good!."  Rom 8:28  

 
2. "He orders his angels to protect you wherever you go."  Ps. 91:11 Even His ministering angels are sent 

to us to guard us…not one angel, but plural…angels. They are there to comfort, guide, and 
protect us in God’s design. Perhaps you have even experienced angelic protection like I have 
several times in my life. For instance, there was a night where I should have been blown up in a 
car on fire while I was asleep, but God’s angel woke me with a ‘tap’ on my shoulder. I am still 
here, and so are you! 

 
B.  BECAUSE GOD’S GRACE IS WORKING IN ME!

2. Death for a believer in Christ is going home! "You are only visitors here... your real home is in heaven..."  
I1Peter 2:11

forever with Him, serving exactly as how you have been created for by God. Heaven is a reality for a believer 
in Christ!
